The Resident Assistant (RA) is a paraprofessional
staff member of the Division of Campus Residences
and reports directly to the Residence Hall Director
(RHD). RAs play an integral part in the overall
operation of the residence halls.

All Resident Assistants must maintain at least a
2.50 semester and cumulative grade point average
(3.00 for Apartments & Graduate Resident
Assistants), earn at least 12 credits (9 credits for
